Curious as to why no flowers have been planted yet in the 
planters downtown? Well, there is a defect 
in the sealcoat on the planters causing it to 
bubble and peel. The issue is being addressed 
with the contractor and the city’s Engineering 
Department and the DDA are working 
closely with MDOT, the contractor and the 
manufacturer to resolve this problem. Sadly, 
this means planting will be delayed until 
the manufacturer can provide us with new 
product. 

But if you haven’t noticed, the hanging flower baskets are 
new this year and are already hanging in the downtown. The 
baskets, provided by Eckert’s Greenhouse, feature water- saver 
baskets that only need to be watered a few times a week to save 
on resources and maintenance. Come check out the new greenery 
that gives our downtown an amazingly green, spring feel. 

When the planter problem is resolved, they will be a beautiful 
addition to the downtown. There are 56 total, and will all be 
planted with various perennials that are drought tolerant 
(important in the dog days of summer) and salt tolerant (a bonus 
during snow plowing season). The plants will require minimal 
tending through the summer and a one-time pruning in the fall. 
The plan was conceived by a talented team of committed DDA 
gardeners; Brian Mooney, Christine Ryan, and Myra Putz. Tom’s 
Landscaping & Nursery, of Troy, MI, will provide the plants and 
labor.
